1) Follow the instructions to search for OMI NO2 or any other data product of interest.

2) Try doing a spatial and temporal subset of the data.

You can also download OMI Project data products for a specific time period and region by going to:
http://mirador.gsfc.nasa.gov/
At the top of the page select ‘Project’, then scroll down and click on ‘OMI’ 

1) Select ‘L3 V003’ or another data product

2) In the next page, at the top right corner of the table select “Spatial and Temporal Search”

3) Make a selection for the dates you want 

4) Make a spatial selection by drawing a box for the area of interest

5) Select the product you want below the map, and then at the bottom of the page click on “Search GES DISC”

6) You will get a list of data files in several different formats. Not that these data files are spatial subsets for the regions you selected only they are NOT global.

7) Try saving the file to your computer or uploading it to Google Earth (choose KMZ, if available). To do this, select the files you want (select the box next to the file name), then click on ‘Add selected files to the cart’ at the bottom of the page.
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
