HDFLook Instructions for Non-Windows Systems

Make sure you get the version for your machine, as well as the MAPS.tar.gz file.  You will also want to get the manual and HowTo files for instructions on installation and use of the program.  You may also find some useful information on the attached guide for windows installation.

Obtain the .hdf file from the same location you obtained these directions and place it in the /usr/local directory.  To start the program type HDFLook
(Note for laptop users: Type HDFLook –zoom 80 to start the program.  This will adjust the size of the windows so that they are smaller and fit on your screen. Make sure you can see the “exit” button on the main window. You can use HDFLook –zoom 90 it you want it larger and it still fits on your screen). Find the MOD04 file you just downloaded by navigating in the HDF_read_files window. Click on the file in this window. In the second window that is open it will show the name of this file on top. Scroll down until you see 10: (203 x 135) Optical_Depth_Land_And_Ocean.  Select this and then click on the button "Show SDS as an image".  If the image displays in a new window then everything has installed correctly.
